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Regular Meeting  
June 14, 2022 
Inlet Town Board 
 
The Regular Meeting was called to order by Supervisor Frey, at 7:30 p.m. with the Pledge of Allegiance.   
 
Present were:  Parks Supervisor Mike Bartolotti, Codes/Zoning Aimee VanWie, Highway Superintendent, 
Shawn Hansen, IT, Dennis Hudson, Gary Zawatski, John Maestri, Reggie Chambers, Peter Funk, John 
Johnson, Peggy Brownell, Toni Rudd, Greg Rudd, Robin Hill, Julie Meeks, and Linda Nelson.     
 
Official’s present were Supervisor Frey VIA Zoom, Councilman Levi, Councilman Townsend, 
Councilman, Councilman Brownsell and Town Clerk Yvonne Lutz. 
 
MINUTES REVIEW – Supervisor Frey asked if there were any additions or corrections to the May 
meeting minutes.   None noted.   
 
MOMENT OF SILENCE – Supervisor Frey asked for a moment of silence for David Corr, and spoke 
highly of Mr. Corr and how much of a friend to Inlet, the Adirondacks and law enforcement has always 
been.  Just the week before his passing, he was in the offices trying to get work done and a bridge that 
could be driven on in the Moose River Plains.  Frey stated he will see that through and would love to name 
the bridge after Mr. Corr.   
Supervisor Frey asked for another moment of silence for Lee Haynes.  Lee was married to Jeff Haynes.  
Frey stated that our hearts go out to the family and Jeff and spoke very fondly of her.  He mentioned that he 
was a judge with her for years at Fire and Spice and always enjoyed her company.   
 
PUBLIC COMMENT –  
 
SUMMER PARKING POTENTIAL ISSUES – Supervisor Frey stated the importance of having 
employees for all the businesses find alternative parking, other than public parking lots.  Trying to find this 
alternative parking and mentioned the different ideas.  Dunay family does not want to sell the lot that they 
graciously let us use for public event overflow.  Frey stated that they are looking at ways to extend the 
public parking lot.  Julie Meeks spoke and recognized that the Board is aware of the potential problems that 
could arise this summer with parking.  She spoke as to some ideas the IABA have come up with, such as 
speaking with the different churches, creating more signage to use Fern Park whenever possible, and 
having cottage colonies encourage walking into town when possible.  There was discussion about trying to 
lower the speed limit possibly to Rocky Point for the safety of walkers along that stretch, marking side of 
South Shore Road (where the snowmobile trail is) to allow for parking, and possibly even asking Dunay’s 
if the lot could be used for Saturdays and Sundays during the summer.  Julie mentioned how nice Toby 
Lindfield, our new Sergeant was and that he seems like an asset to the Town.  She complimented the Board 
on a job well done.   
 
TOWNSEND TRAIL – Peggy Brownell asked how we were progressing on the easements.  The Clerk 
explained that there are still some corrections needed and also waiting for a new one.  Supervisor Frey 
explained that the grant money has to go to Eagle Cliff trail also but we will use as much money as possible 
toward the Townsend Trail.  Peggy expressed how long the process is taking and really wants to see the 
project done.   
 
POLICE DEPT.  – Peggy asked what hours we have coverage with police.  Supervisor Frey explained that 
we cannot publish that information and if she needs an officer, please call 911.  Peggy explained she didn’t 
feel it was an emergency, however, was still urged to call 911 regardless.   
 
SUPERVISOR HOURS – Peggy asked what the hours are for the Town Supervisor.  Supervisor Frey 
explained that he doesn’t hold any set hours, however, to call anytime day or night if you need him.  He 
works many hours from home.  He apologized if he missed her message, however, he could schedule a 
meeting with her and Mike from Parks right now.  Meeting was scheduled.   
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PARKING – Gary Zawatski stressed he feels we should encourage people to park at Fern.  Would need 
signage stating that it is available.  The idea of parking kiosks was mentioned, however, everyone was 
against it.   
 
BLACK FLY – Dennis Hudson stated what a success the Black Fly Challenge was and it brought a few 
thousand visitors.  He thanked the Town Park’s Department, Police Department, employees and volunteers 
for all their hard work.  Stated that the finish line party in Indian Lake was great and he is looking forward 
to next year with the finish line being in Inlet.  Supervisor Frey also complimented and thanked everyone 
involved for their hard work and a job well done.   Dennis added that it is done with 100% volunteer and 
that the organization is not-for-profit.  He also stated that they award scholarships to students.  Dennis 
made the statement that it is a great thing to witness.  He complimented Highway on the work in Moose 
River Plains and Mike & Parks.  Hudson added “there was no evidence that 1,000 bikers in town and in 
MRP”.    
 
LAND OFF GILBERT ROAD – John Jackson introduced himself and explained that he owns some land 
off Gilbert Road that used to have his family camp until it burned down from a break-in.  Have always 
owned the land, however, it is land locked and cannot access it.  He is looking for an easement to be able to 
access the property and stated that he thought he needed to talk to Mr. Corasanti.  The other houses being 
built right now would support the ask with Mr. Corasanti.  Supervisor Frey stated that Mr. Corasanti is a 
friend to Inlet and very approachable.   
 
COMMUNICATIONS –  
Supervisor Frey reported the status of the towers.  They will spend down the entire Northern Borders grant 
for emergency services.  Tarpon towers have already ordered the towers.  AT&T would like to be live by 
year end.  Haven’t heard anything back on the construction piece.  Tree work has been done and the 
neighbor easements are in place.  Verizon does not work past the firehall very well and Verizon will not be 
on Corasanti Hill.  Also, Spectrum works off Verizon.  The 911 issue of mis-directed calls is still being 
worked on.  Discussion followed.   
 
INFORMATION OFFICE -  Publicity Director, Adele Burnett gave a detailed monthly report attached to 
the agenda packet and online.   
 
PARKS DEPARTMENT – Park’s Supervisor, Mike Bartolotti stated that it has been tough to get 
everything done with just him and Patrick, but they have been managing.  They hope to get news Monday 
from the employee that has been out.   
SIDEWALKS RESOLUTION #22.28 – There was discussion regarding the need to replace the sidewalks 
and stairs to the town hall.  Parks would like to put tubing in the concrete for possible future investment of 
a heating system for the walks and stairs.  There was discussion on the savings in labor and the damage to 
the flooring from the salt that is placed everywhere.  After a lengthy discussion on timing and how the 
system could work, Supervisor Frey made a MOTION not to exceed $4,000 for the tubing to be placed in 
the sidewalks and stairs.  Councilman SECONDED

TOWN CLERK -   
Reported revenues for the month of May.   
 
FIREWORKS – Clerk asked what the budget amount will be for 4th of July fireworks.  The Board agreed 
upon the normal $6500 that is in the budget.  There was discussion on trying to have more “silent” 
fireworks to be as respectful to animals with anxiety as possible.  The Clerk will inquire if that is possible.   
ALZHEIMER WALK – There will be a walk to benefit Alzheimer’s on June 18th at 11:00 a.m.  It will be 
a 1-3 mile hike starting in Fern Park.   
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REVERSE 911 – Town Clerk will be attending a Zoom presentation regarding alerts that can be sent to 
residents who sign up for any type of notification.   
  
 
POLICE –  The police department would like to purchase 2 Spectrum phones that work off the Verizon 
tower and an unlimited plan at $29.99/month.  Questions were asked and the Board wanted to make sure 
we weren’t signing into any contracts.  Councilman Brownsell made a MOTION to purchase the phones 
and Councilman Townsend SECONDED.

CODE ENFORCEMENT 
 
I have only received 3 resumes for my replacement as Code Officer. One has no construction 
background and therefore would have a very hard time passing the required classes and testing 
to complete the required courses for New York State Code Certification requirements. Another 
Applicant has some construction in his résumé and lives in Otter Lake. 
 
The first resume I received and my choice for the position is John Rouse a Town of Inlet 
resident, already a Town of Inlet Highway employee. He has an extensive background in 
construction, a degree from Clarkson University, he is well educated and has proven himself 
reliable.  I would be willing to work with the Town Highway Superintendent to schedule his 
transfer to not leave his department short staffed. 
 
I will put a copy of the resumes I received in John Frey’s mail box. 
 
As I have made most of you aware it will take someone 18 months to 2 years to become 
certified as Code Officer. I will remain in the Office full time until they are certified, Spring of 
2024. If my replacement also wants to become Assessor I will remain part time until they are 
able to complete the necessary training to become Assessor with John’s degree he will be able 
to complete it much faster than I was, possibly less than a year.

I was the only Assessor in Hamilton County to maintain 100% LOA. This maintains State Land
